What do we teach our students at STARBASE? Each day we bring new adventure in the
STEM fields. Students are exposed to Engineering, Math, Chemistry, 3D Computer
Aided Design, Newton’s Laws of Motion, Physics, Navigation, Mapping, Geocashing,
Bernoulli’s Principle, Atmospheric Properties, and Robotics.
